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Philosophy:

Students are surrounded by math.  They do estimating, mental math and basic computation every day.  They use geometry and spatial relationships when moving furniture, or placing bags of groceries in the car. They compute percents when figuring out a tip or sale price.  Since mathematical concepts are a part of everyday living, a math curriculum needs to promote a functional use of working with numbers in computation, data and measurement.  Mental math abilities as well as paper and pencil computation are both of value and need to be fostered.  Math is intriguing because it is full of patterns and relationships.  A mathematical classroom should build fluency with computation but also create a curiosity about how numbers relate.
Expectations:

· Students will gain an understanding about relationships that exist between numbers and the structure of a base ten number system.

· Students will develop fluency with whole number operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division).

· Students will explore computation with decimals and fractions 

· Students will work on geometry concepts such as angle measurement, congruency, perimeter and area.

· Students will collect data, organize graphs, and develop skills to analyze data.

Turning In Assignments

Fourth and Fifth graders take a standardized assessment in mathematics in the spring.
